Do not remove nor touch items from the freezer
compartment if your hands are damp/wet,as this could
cause skin abrasions or frost/freezer burns.

Never use the base,drawers, doors etc. to stand on or as
supports.

Frozen food must not be refrozen once it has been
thawed out.

INSTALLING YOUR NEW

» Before using the appliance for the first time, you should review the following tips.

Ventilation of appliance

In order to improve efficiency of the cooling system and save energy, it is
necessary to maintain good ventilation around the appliance for the dissipation
of heat. For this reason, sufficient clear space should be available around the
refrigerator.

Suggest: It is advisable for there to be 100mm of space from the back to the
wall, at least TOOMmm from its top, at least 100OMm from its side to the wall and a
clear space upfront to allow the freezer door to open normally.
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Note:

* This appliance performs well within the climate class showed in the table
below. It may not work properly if being left at a temperature above or below
the indicated range for a long period.

Class Temperature
SN (subnormal) |from +10 °C to +32 °C
N (normal) from +16 °C to +32 °C

ST (subtropical) | from +16 °C to +38 °C
T (tropical) from +16 °C to +43 °C




» Stand you appliance in a dry place to avoid damage moisture.
» Keep the appliance out of direct sunlight, rain or frost. Stand the appliance
away from heat sources such as stoves, fires or heaters.

Leveling of appliance

» For sufficient leveling and air circulating in the lower rear section of the
appliance, the bottom feet may need to be adjusted, You can adjust them by
your fingers or a suitable spanner.

» To allow the doors to self-close, tilt back the top backwards at about 15mm or
0.5 by turning the adjustable feet.

* Whenever you want to move the appliance, remember to turn the feet
back up, so that the appliance can roll freely.

Controlling the temperature

All the icons will go off on the condition of all the keys untouched and all the
doors closed for one minute.

The control panel will light up when the door is open or you touch any button.
Setting the refrigerator running at high temperature will accelerate food
decomposition. For optimum food preservation, we recommend that when
starting the refrigerator for the first time, the temperature of fridge is set to 5°C,
and that of the freezer to -18°C.

When Super Freeze mode is on, you can switch it off by pressing the B
button to choose other mode or adjusting the freezer temperature.

1. On Super Freeze mode, it can achieve rapid cooling of the freezer, but it will
also increase power consumption.when a large amount of food is placed in
the freezer at once, the Super Freeze mode should be turned on 24 hours in
advance.

2.When you selecting the Super Freeze mode, ensure there are no bottled or
canned drinks (especially carbonated drinks) in the freezer compartment.
Bottles and cans may explode.

When the super cool icon >|< lights up, the refrigerator is on the Super Cool
mode. The fridge temperature setting display 2°C.

Super Cool mode automatically switches off after 6 hours, and the fridge
temperature setting will revert back to the prevoius setting.

When Super Cool mode is on, you can switch it off by pressing the |2 button
to choose other mode or adjusting the fridge temperature.

Mode Button EEQ

In the unlocked state, press BB button repeatedly, the mode of the
refridgerator will change as follows: “Ai ”- “ Super Cool”’- - “Super Freeze”-
“Holiday”.

The icon of the zone will flash on the mode icon area, and the temperature of
the zone will show in the temperature zone .When you stop pressing the button
for 10 seconds, the mode your selected will take effect.

Control Panel Lock e
In the unlocked state, if there is no button operation within 20 seconds, the

control panel will be automatically lockde, the & icon will be on, and none of
the buttons on the control panel work. To unlock the control panel, please press

and hold it button for 3 seconds again. the icon & will be off. The buttons on
the control panel can be operation.

Intelligence Mode @

When the icon @ illuminated, the refrigerator is on the Intellegence mode . The
temperature of the fridge is switched to 5°C and the temperature of freezer is
switched to -18°C.

When the Intelligence mode is on ,you can switch it off by pressing the m
button to choose other mode or adjusting the fridge or freeze temperature. the
refrigerator temperature setting will revert back to the prevoius setting.

Note: Intelligent mode is the optimal mode for refrigerator,and it is
recommended to use this mode for normal operation.

Holiday Mode é.

The holiday icon é lights up to enter holiday mode. the temperature of fridge
is switched to 15°C and the temperature of freezer is switched to -18°C.

When holiday mode is on, you can switch it off by pressing the |EEE button to
choose other mode or adjusting the fridge or freeze temperature.

Note: The holiday mode is suitable for use when there is no one at home using
the refrigerator when going on vacation. This mode has a high setting for the
cold storage room, and it is recommended not to store food.



Door Open Alarm

If a refrigerated door is opening for longer than 1 minutes,an alarm will sound to
alert you. the alarm will sound 3 times every minute for 9 minutes. To turn off
the alarm, you just need to close all the doors completely.

Demo Mode

Demo mode is for store display ,and it prevents the refrigerator from generating
cool air. In this of Cooling off mode,the refrigerator may seem like it is working
but it will not make cool air. To switch off demo mode, press and hold B and
buttons at same time for 3 seconds and buzzer gave two sounds. Another
way to switch off demo mode is to turn off the power supply.

USING YOUR APPLIANCE

This section tells you how to use most of the useful features. We recommend
that you read through them carefully before using the appliance.

Adjust the door
When you found the doors are not at the same level, you can use adjusting
spacer to adjust the fridge doors. Only the fridge door can be adjusted.

Note:

* When the door body is loaded with too much food, there may be some
sinking. After using it for a period of time, it reaches a stable state, which is
a positive solution. If there is a need to adjust the height of the left and right
door bodies, it is recommended that users use a C-shaped spacer to adjust
after using it for a period of time.

» After adjusting the left and right door bodies, please check whether the
opening and closing of the door body and the rotation of the rotary separator
on the door are normal before use.

Using your fridge compartment

The fridge compartment is suitable to store food and beverages that do not
need to be frozen. For food that needs to be stored for a short period of time
or vegetables and fruits that need to be eaten at any time can be stored in the
fridge compartment.

Caution!

Never close the refrigerator door while the shelves, crisper and or drawer are
extended. It may damage both them and the refrigerator.



Glass shelves and Door racks

The refrigerator compartment is provided with several glass shelves and
several different door racks, which are suitable for the storage of eggs, canned
liquid, bottled drinks and packed food. They can be placed at different heights
according to your need. But do not place too many heavy things into racks.
Before you lift up the door shelf vertically, please take the food out.

Humidity Slick Block

The left drawer of the fruit and vegetable preservation space in the refrigeration
room has a humidity adjustment function, Making it convenient to store
different types of food and beverages.

Select the appropriate functional mode as needed, Adjust the slider to the low
humidity position “0”, and keep the food in a low humidity state; Adjusting the
slider to the high humidity position “000”, and the food is in a high humidity
state.

Note:

Please choose the appropriate gear based on the type of food being put in. If
the gear selection is not suitable, there may be fruit and vegetable wind dry
or damp dry goods. When storing dry goods, please do not put high humidity
foods such as vegetables and fruits in order to avoid moisture; When storing
food with a strong odor. Be sure to use sealed containers or cling films for
storage to avoid cross flavoring.

Temperature conditioning slide block

The right drawer of the fruit and vegetable preservation space in the
refrigeration room has a temperature change function, making it convenient to
store different types of food and beverages. Its adjustment The slider is located
on the cover plate of the refrigeration air duct, and suitable functional modes
can be selected according to needs:
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Disassembly and installation of the fridge shelf part

» Lift the rear end of the shelf upwards.

* Pull the shelf horizontally in the direction shown in the figure until it
disengages from the guide rail.

* Rotate the shelf part at a certain angle in the direction shown in the figure and
take it out.

Note: When disassembling the shelf, ensure that the door body rotates to the
maximum angle to prevent the shelf fromm damaging the refrigerator.

* There is a rotary separator on the left-hand side refrigerator compartment
door.

* When closing the left-hand door, the rotary separator folds behind the right-
hand door joining the two doors.

* The temperature of the frame is controlled to help prevent moisture from
developing on the mullion.

* The temperature of the surface may be warm , which is normal, and will not
affect the performance of the refrigerator.

Note: Before closing the left-hand door, make sure the rotary separator is
folded inward. If the rotary separator is pulled outward it may became damaged
when you try to close the door.

Using your freezer drawer

The freezer drawers are suitable for storage of foods required to be frozen, such
as meat, ice cream and others.

Caution! Ensure that bottles are not stored in the freezer as freezing may cause
the bottle to break. Bottled or canned liquid are at risk of exploding caused by
volume expansion and so should not be stored in the freezer compartment.
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To avoid contamination of food, please respect the following instructions
Opening the door for long periods can cause a significant increase of the
temperature in the compartments of the appliance.

Clean regularly surfaces that can come in contact with food and accessible

drainage systems.

Store raw meat and fish in suitable containers in the refrigerator, so that it is

not in contact with or drip onto other food.

Two-star frozen-food compartments are suitable for storing pre-frozen food,
storing or making ice cream and making ice cubes.
One-, two- and three-star compartments are not suitable for the freezing of

fresh food.

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HELPFUL HINTS AND TIPS

Energy saving tips

We recommend that you follow the tips below to save energy.

* Try to avoid keeping the door open for long periods.

* Ensure the appliance is away from any sources of heat (Direct sunlight, electric
oven or cooker etc.)

* Don't set the temperature colder than necessary.

* Don't store warm food or evaporating liguid in the appliance.

» Place the appliance in a well ventilated, humidity free room. Please refer to
Instaling your new appliance chapter

e If the diagram shows the correct combination for the drawers, crisper and
shelves, do not adjust the combination as this designed to be the most energy
efficient configuration.

Hints for refrigeration

* Do not place hot food directly into the refrigerator or freezer, the internal
temperature will increase resulting in the compressor having to work harder
and will consume more energy.

* Do cover or wrap the food, particularly if it has a strong flavor.

* Place food properly so that air can circulate freely around it.

* Meat (All Types) Wrap in polythene food: wrap and place on the glass shelf
above the vegetable drawer. Always follow food storage times and use by
dates suggested by manufacturers.

» Cooked food, cold dishes, etc.: They should be covered and may be placed on
any shelf.

* Fruit and vegetables: They should be stored in the special drawer provided.

» Butter and cheese: Should be wrapped in airtight foil or plastic film wrap.

* Milk bottles: Should have a lid and be stored in the door racks.

* |t is recomended to label and date each froozen package in order to keep
track of the storage times.

Hints for the storage of frozen food

* Ensure that frozen food has been stored correctly by the food retailer.

* Once defrosted, food will deteriorate rapidly and should not be re-frozen. Do
not exceed the storage period indicated by the food manufacturer.

Switching off your appliance

If the appliance needs to be switched off for an extended period, the following
steps should be taken to prevent mould on the appliance.

1. Remove all food.

2. Remove the power plug from the mains socket.

3. Clean and dry the interior thoroughly.

4. Ensure that all the doors are wedged open slightly to allow air to circulate.
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CLEANING AND CARE

For hygienic reasons the appliance (including exterior and interior accessories)
should be cleaned regularly (at least every two months).

Warning!

The appliance must not be connected to the mains during cleaning. Danger of
electrical shock! Before cleaning switch the appliance off and remove the plug
from the mains socket.

Exterior cleaning

To maintain good appearance of your appliance, you should clean it regularly.

* Wipe the digital panel and display panel with a clean, soft cloth.

* Spray water onto the cleaning cloth instead of spraying directly on the surface
of the appliance. This helps ensure an even distribution of moisture to the
surface.

» Clean the doors, handles and cabinet surfaces with a mild detergent and then
wiped dry with a soft cloth.

Warning!

* Do not use sharp objects as they are likely to scratch the surface.

* Do not use Thinner, Car detergent, Clorox, ethereal oil, abrasive cleansers or
organic solvent such as Benzene for cleaning. They may damage the surface
of the appliance and may cause fire.

Interior cleaning

You should clean the appliance interior regularly. It will be easier to clean

when food stocks are low. You can remove the drawers and shelves for a

more thorough clean. Wipe the inside of the freezer with a weak solution

of bicarbonate of soda, and then rinse with warm water using a wrung-out
sponge or cloth. Wipe completely dry before replacing the shelves and baskets.
Thoroughly dry all surfaces and removable parts before putting them back into
place.

Although this appliance automatically defrosts, a layer of frost may occur on the
freezer compartment’s interior walls if the freezer door is opened frequently or
kept open too long. If the frost is too thick, choose a time when the freezer is
nearly empty and proceed as follow:
1. Remove existing food and accessories baskets, unplug the appliance from
the mains power and leave the doors open. Ventilate the room thoroughly to
accelerate the process.
2. When defrosting is completed, clean your freezer as described above.
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Warning!

Do not use sharp objects to remove frost from the freezer compartment. Only
after the interior is completely dry should the appliance be switched back on
and plugged back into the mains socket.

Door seals cleaning

Take care to keep door seals clean. Sticky food and drinks can cause seals to
stick to the cabinet and tear when you open the door. Wash the seals with a mild
detergent and warm water. Rinse and dry them thoroughly after cleaning.
Warning! Only after the door seals are completely dry should the appliance be
powered on.

Replacing the LED light

Warning: The LED light must be replaced by a competent person. If the LED

light is damaged, follow the steps below:

1. Unplug your appliance.

2. Remove light cover by rising up and puling out the LED light.

3. Hold the LED light with one hand and pull it with the other hand while
pressing the connector latch.

4. Replace LED light and snap it correctly in place and recover the light cover.
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TROUBLESHOOTING

If you experience a problem with your appliance or are concerned that the
appliance is not functioning correctly, you can carry out some easy checks
before calling for service, please see below. You can carry out some easy
checks according to this section before calling for service.

Warning! Don't try to repair the appliance yourself. If the problem persists after
you have made the checks mentioned below, contact a qualified electrician,
authorized service engineer or the shop where you purchased the product.

Problem: Possible cause & Solution

* Check whether the power cord is plugged into the
power outlet properly.

» Check the fuse or circuit of your power supply,
replace if necessary.

* The ambient temperature is too low. Try setting
the chamber temperature to a colder level to solve
this problem.

* |t is normal that the freezer is not operating during
the automatic defrost cycle, or for a short time
after the appliance is switched on to protect the

» Compressor running noises.

» Air movement noise from the small fan motor in
the freezer compartment or other compartments.

* Clicking noise before the compressor starts.

It is normal to frequently hear the sound of the

motor, it will need to run more during following

circumstances:

» Temperature setting is set colder than necessary.

* Large quantity of warm food has recently been
stored within the appliance.

* The temperature outside the appliance is too high.

* Doors are kept open too long or too often.

» After your installing the appliance or it has been
switched off for a long time.

» Check that the air outlets are not blocked by food
and ensure food is placed within the appliance to
allow sufficient ventilation. Ensure the door can be
fully closed. To remove the frost, please refer to
the cleaning and care chapter.

* You may have left the doors open too long or
too frequently; or the doors are kept open by
some obstacle; or the appliance is located with
insufficient clearance at the sides, back and top.

* Increase the temperature by following the”Display
controls” chapter.

» Check whether the top of the refrigerator is tilted
back by 10-15mm to allow the doors to self close,
or if something inside is preventing the doors from
closing.

The water pan (located at the rear bottom of

the cabinet) may not be properly leveled, or

the draining spout underneath the top of the
compressor depot may not be properly positioned
to direct water into this pan, or the water spout is
blocked. You may need to pull the refrigerator away
from the wall to check the pan and spout. Check

if the refrigerator is power-off for a long time, this
may cause the ice in the bucket to melt into water,
and flow to the floor..

* The LED light may be damaged. Refer to replace
LED lights in cleaning and care chapter.

* The control system has disabled the lights due
to the door being kept open too long, close and
reopen the door to reactivate the lights.
